ICP REVIEW PROCESS

Step 1. Eligibility Screening

CDI staff screen proposals for completeness and basic eligibility.

Step 2. Evaluations
CDI staff prepare evaluations of projects meeting eligibility criteria and submit approval/funding scenarios to the Selection Committee.
Step 3. Project Selection
An external Selection Committee will review the most promising projects and select a number of projects to be recommended to Agriculture and Agri-Food Canada.

Step 4. Final Approval of Projects

Agriculture and Agri-Food Canada manages the final approval process. The Minister responsible for co-operatives or his/her delegate will notify approved proponents of the funding decisions.

Step 5. Notifying Proponents of Projects Not Selected

CDI staff are responsible for notifying in writing those proponents of projects not selected for funding.  
Step 6. Negotiating and Managing Funding Agreements

CDI staff (CCA/CCCM) negotiate and manage funding agreements with successful applications.
